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Class Configuration FAQs

How many classes are there and why?
There are 21 classes based on the anticipated enrolment and the staffing formula. BFPS will be funded to run 20
classes based on our numbers and we are using O6Early Ye

How did the staff arrive at the class configuration?

The teachers used knowledge of their students to sort them into 21 classes. This process generated a first draft.

Every attempt was then made to balance gender and the disparities in cohort size e.g. There will be 42 Year 5

boys and 34 Year 5 girls. There wild/l be 78 Year 5s and
year level classes with such uneven numbers. We studied the pros and cons of various configurations. Teachers

and the leadership team cross checked future class lists with student friendship requests and feedback from

parents.

VENUE AND TIMES:

1, Basketball - games are held on weeknights after school Monday -Thursday (day of the week depends on age level) at Wayville Basketball
Stadium. Times of games vary with the first beginning at 3.50pm and the latest 5.15pm.

2. Kanga Cricket — games are at Glandore Oval on Friday evenings between 5-7pm

3. Cricket ~ games are held on Friday nights and Saturday mornings at various local ovals or school grounds

4, Softball - games are held on Saturday mornings at various local schools

COST PER SUMMER SEASON (Terms 1 and 4):

° Basketball - $40 for summer only (Terms 1 and 4) or the whole year (Terms 1,2,3 and 4)

° Kanga Cricket - $35 per season
B Cricket = S50 per season
° Softball - 550 for the season.

ADDITIONAL COSTS
Basketball - $5.50 per week to be paid when you enter the stadium

PAYMENT OF FEES
